Note: These decorative fronts utilize the mesh that was
factory-installed on the fireplace. A separate mesh assembly
is not included.

INSTALLATION

1. Remove existing mesh assembly from fireplace by
pushing on the bottom frame of the mesh assembly
and releasing the spring brackets. See Figure 1.

2. Grasp mesh assembly on lower bottom corners and lift
it upward and outward to disengage it from the upper
shoulder screws. See Figure 2.

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3. Remove the installed hood by removing the four
screws. See Figure 3.

4. Remove door from shipping carton

TRES ONLY: Remove glass arch vanity panel by re-
moving 2 bolts. See Figure 4.

5. Locate the two shoulder screws that are factory-in-
stalled on the door hanging brackets and remove them.
Retain shoulder screws for later use. See Figure 5.

6. Install the two shoulder screws that were removed in
step 5 into the pilot holes located on the top left and
right side columns of the appliance. See Figure 6.

7. TRES Decorative Fronts Only:

Remove the glass assembly from the appliance and in-
stall the glass arch vanity panel as shown in Figure 7.
Locate hand-bend tabs on the end of the panel and bend
them to secure the panel to the glass assembly. Reinstall
the glass assembly by engaging the glass clips.

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8. DEMI and TRES Decorative Fronts:

Bend the hanging brackets to a 90 degree angle as
shown in Figure 8.

9. Reinstall the mesh assembly that was removed in VANITY PANEL
steps 1 and 2 onto the lower shoulder bolts. TRES-30 2351-303
10. Install the decorative front by engaging the brackets TRES-33 2351-293
on thg decorative front W|th_the sr_]oulder screws that TRES-36 5351-273
were installed onto the appliance in Step 5. See Fig-
ure 9. TRES-42 2351-253

SHOUNDERISCREW, Cleaning Instructions for Doors

Use a microfiber cloth and Windex® Original Glass
Cleaner or 03M003 Stove Bright® Glass Cleaner to clean
the door immediately after installation to remove acids
deposited by the installer or technician. Spray the cleaner
onto the microfiber cloth and carefully wipe the entire
surface. The door should be cleaned in this manner
annually by the homeowner to remove fingerprints or
other contaminants. Once oxidation of the paint pigment
has occurred, cleaning will not restore the original color.
